Clerk’s Report:
1. Charis Gaskell has started work.  All the paper work for her apprenticeship has been completed.  Staff will be visiting from the Chamber of Commerce on a regular basis to monitor her progress.

2. The repairs to the chimney stack have been completed.  The gutters have been cleaned out and 2 slipped slates put back in place.  This should cure the problems in the offices.

3. The boiler has been serviced and all the radiators in the Main Hall are now working.

4. Nothing further has been heard from St Helens Council regarding the creation of a car park at the rear of the Village Hall.  An update from St Helens Council has again been requested.

5. The new Bar Supervisor is now in place and has worked 2 shifts so far.

6. A meeting with members of the Planning Department at St Helens Council and members of the NPWP has not yet been definitely arranged, but correspondence regarding this is on-going.
Action: The Clerk
7. The Christmas Fayre was a great success as a community event.  The financial details are not yet available.

8. The Community Cinema showing of Polar Express was also a successful event.

9. The tree for the Christmas Tree Festival was decorated with the Parish Council logo and handmade decorations showing all the classes and events that take place at the Village Hall that the Parish Council is involved with.

10. The cleaning firm that is currently used has given notice that it is to cease trading at the end of the year.  Alternatives are being looked in to.

11. Arrangements have been made for the firm undertaking the bar alterations to meet with the company supplying the new roller shutters and a representative from LWC who provide the majority of the bar stock.

12. The application for the loan from the PWLB is being processed.

13. The new fridges for the bar have been purchased, taking advantage of discounted prices.

14. Due to other pressing commitments in the Clerk’s office, the financial risk assessment document has not yet been revised.
Action: The Clerk

15. The survey of the Village Hall has been scheduled for the New Year.
16. The invoices from Hawk alarms have been verified and paid.  The hazard and site risks statement has been returned, so the Police will be notified if the intruder alarm goes off.

17. 2 further volunteers have been recruited for the Community Speed Watch scheme, which means training can now be arranged. 
Action: The Clerk 

18. Officers from St Helens Council are looking at all the gaps along the Rainford Bypass and the A580 following representations from the Parish Council.  The crossing referred to by Councillor Bardsley cannot be considered in isolation as it may transfer the problem to the next crossing point which may be less desirable. The initial assessment is that the crossing may have to be kept as a U-turn for northbound vehicles only and ban U-turns for southbound vehicles. This is because the next gaps are at Mill Lane and U-turns there may be more dangerous because there are two gaps close together. Plans have not yet been finalised.
19. Additionally, the Clerk informed the meeting that a letter had been received from Garry Van (Solicitor) stating that nothing further had been heard from St Helens Council regarding the lease renewal for the Village Hall and requesting any further information.

Councillor Long informed the meeting that work on the alterations to the bar would commence on 06.01.20 and will be finished by the end of the month.  
· Borough Council:  
Councillor Reynolds advised the meeting of the following:

· that contact had been made with United Utilities regarding the possibility of flooding on Beech Gardens as the level of the brook remains very high.  Some work had been undertaken, but Councillor Reynolds stated he was not confident that it would sufficiently alleviate the situation.  
· the Borough Councillors had been in contact with St Helens Council regarding the 14 street lights that were out on News Lane.  
· discussions were on-going with officers from St Helens Council regarding parking around the village schools at drop off and collection times and on Ormskirk Road.  The Borough Councillors would be pushing for a greater enforcement presence within the Village.  There was a general discussion regarding traffic modifications to slow down speeding traffic and reference was made to the recent collision between a motorbike and car near the High School.  The Clerk reminded members to request that any incidents are reported to the police in a timely manner.
Councillor Lamb arrived at the meeting at 19.14
· St Helens have appointed Kath O’Dowd as the new Chief Executive
Councillor Long stated that not all the lights on the Christmas Tree in the centre of the Village were working.  Councillor Reynolds assured the meeting that St Helens Council were aware of the situation.

Location: Land adjacent to 1 Berringtons Lane
There was a discussion regarding this application as although the development would infill land between dwellings, it is green belt land.  It was agreed that an objection should be made as the development is on green belt land.

 P/2019/0891/HHFP  Two storey side extension
Location: 82 Ormskirk Road

There were no objections to this application
P/2019/0892/HHFP  Single storey infill extension to side and front to attach existing detached garage to the main house, with new pitched roof over garage and front entrance
Location:  46 Beech Gardens

There were no objections to this application

· Plans for the bar alterations were moving on.  LALC have not yet replied to the application, so it has not yet been submitted to the PWLB

· The profit from the Christmas Fayre will be approximately £1200 and Councillor Jones congratulated all those involved on the achievement.  Councillors Grice, Newton and Wesley who had previously been involved in organising the Christmas Fayre also praised the efforts of the working party and stated that it had been a great success.  The Chairman informed the meeting that he had been invited to The Showman’s Guild luncheon by John Silcock.
There was a discussion regarding whether the surplus funds should be distributed to local groups or held in reserve as working capital for next year’s event, as originally envisaged.  It was generally agreed that the Working Party should be involved in the decision due to the effort it had made organising the event.
RESOLVED:  Councillor Reynolds proposed that distributions are made from the surplus income generated by the Rainford Christmas Fayre.  This was seconded by Councillor Jones and carried by a majority with one abstention.
· The financial risk assessment document has not yet been amended, but will be completed for the next FPA committee meeting 
· The budget has been completed with the supposition that the precept will not be increased for the 20/21 financial year.

The working party feel it would be prudent to take a consultant to the meeting to ensure that the implications of any measures suggested by St Helens Council are understood.  A consultant has been identified who will be asked to accompany the working party on a one-off basis.  The exact cost is not known at present.
· Rainford is the first parish in St Helens to undertake a Neighbourhood Plan.

P/2019/0871/HHFP: Demolition of existing detached garage and erection of a 2-storey side extension along with a single storey rear extension - After a brief discussion, it was agreed that there were no objections to this application.

9. The tree for the Christmas Tree Festival was decorated with the Parish Council logo and handmade decorations showing all the classes and events that take place at the Village Hall that the Parish Council is involved with.

10. The cleaning firm that is currently used has given notice that it is to cease trading at the end of the year.  Alternatives are being looked in to. Councillor Long informed the meeting that a cleaning firm with a Rainford number was advertising in The Connection magazine
11. Arrangements have been made for the firm undertaking the bar alterations to meet with the company supplying the new roller shutters and a representative from LWC who provide the majority of the bar stock.  LWC representative has been very helpful and the beer taps will be disconnected and reconnected free of charge.  They will also provide new glassware and point of sale materials.  The lager will be changed to a different brand, but Trooper will remain as the bitter.  Strongbow Dark Fruits will also be on a pump.  The builder has advised that the plan can be revised if necessary.

13. The new fridges for the bar have been purchased, taking advantage of discounted prices.  Councillor Long asked if the new tills had arrived and the Clerk confirmed that they had not yet.  However, the fridges have now been delivered.
14. Due to other pressing commitments in the Clerk’s office, the financial risk assessment document has not yet been revised.

15. Lawrenson’s had been contacted regarding the survey of the Village Hall.  However, as structural engineers, so they may not be the most suitable choice.  The firm has undertaken work at the Village Hall before.

16. The invoices from Hawk alarms have been verified and paid.  The hazard and site risks statement has been returned, so the Police will be notified if the intruder alarm goes off.

17. 2 further volunteers have been recruited for the Community Speed Watch scheme, which mean training can now be arranged. There was a discussion regarding the possibility of a traffic warden visiting the village when children are being dropped off and picked up from school as a lot of illegal parking is evident at these times.
